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Cathal Brugha

Cathal Brugha was born 18 July 1874 in Dublin. Drawn to the

National cause, he joined the Gaelic League (1899) and IRB (1908) and
the Irish volunteers (1913), During the 1916 Easter Rising he fought at
the South Dublin Union. In 1917 he became chief of staff of the Irish
Volunteers and in 1918 he was elected a Sinn Féin TD, taking his

place in the separatist DAil Eireann in 1919. Here he served as Ceann
Combhairle, as acting President in the absence of the imprisoned
Eamon de Valera, and from April 1919 as Minister for Defence.
Opposing the Anglo Irish Treaty, Brugha was killed in action during
the fighting in Dublin in the early days of the Civil War, on 7t" July 1922,
The words of Michael Collins are a fitting epithet:

“When many of us are forgotten Cathal Brugha will be remembered.”
